New York Undocumented Youth Seeks to END deportations

New York, NY. Today, October 5th, the New York State Youth Leadership Council officially joins the national campaign, Education Not Deportation, that seeks to put an end to the deportations of undocumented young immigrants. Education Not Deportation, also known as “END”, is a project led by the National Immigrant Youth Alliance, an undocumented youth-led network of grassroots organizations, campus-based student groups and individuals committed to achieving equality for all immigrant youth, regardless of their legal status. END was launched nationally in 2009 when our communities came under attack from our deporter-in-chief, President Barack Obama. During his presidential campaign, Mr. Obama promised the immigrant community that he would introduce and promote a comprehensive immigration bill. Three years into his administration, we have seen nothing but broken families and desperate youth who are being scarred due to deportation proceedings. In fact, at the current deportation rate, Mr. Obama will deport more people in one presidential term than Mr. Bush did in two full terms. 

The New York State Youth Leadership Council carries out Education Not Deportation campaigns by employing various grassroots community organizing methods, a probono legal team and legislative support. The NYSYLC will be able to take on cases of undocumented youth who are DREAM-eligible, i.e. under the age of 35, and current New York City residents. So far, the NYSYLC has been able to help three New York undocumented youth who were facing deportation proceedings: Julio Hernandez, Max Medina, and Nadia Habib. Julio Hernandez was facing deportation to El Salvador where he faced gang violence due to his sexual orientation; he was granted one year stay of removal. After a ticket for disorderly conduct and trying to pay it, Max Medina was almost deported to Uruguay; he was also granted one year stay of removal. Our most recent END case was Nadia and Nazmin Habib. Nadia is a bright and hard-working college student who came to the US as a baby. Nadia and her mother Nazmin were facing deportation to Bangladesh after an immigration judge made a clerical mistake in the process of reopening their immigration case. After a public media campaign, over 6,000 petitions, hundreds of phone calls to ICE and extensive legislative support, Nadia Habib and her mother were granted one year stay of removal. 

All these three cases have been campaigns led by the NYSYLC. We invite the members of our communities to contact us at www.nysylc.org/endcampaign if they know an undocumented young immigrant who is facing deportation or is in detention. Our ultimate goal is to empower undocumented youth and provide them with the knowledge and tools to protect our communities. Because we are New York, and New York wants to END deportations!
